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Internal Regulation

Coalition Formation

Article 1

The Jordanian Integrity & Transparency Coalition is an independent. neutral and non-profit
Coalition. It represents a regulatory framework with a view to consolidate efforts of the Civil
Society Organizations, competent academics, jurists and journalists and other activists to promote
conceptions and practices of integrity, transparency. accountability and to combat corruption. The
Coalition was established beginning 2013 as a result of a mutual experience of a number of the
Civil Society Organizations and individuals in Jordan.

Bylaws Name
Article 2

This bylaw shall be called (The Jordanian Integrity & Transparency Coalition (Rasheed)) issued on
September 22, 2013.

Definitions
Article 3

For the implementation of these bylaws, the following words and phrases shall have the
meanings ascribed opposite to cach of them unless the context requires otherwise:

Bylaws: The internal regulation of the Jordanian Integrity & Transparency
Coalition.

Coalition: The Jordanian Integrity & Transparency Coalition

General Assembly: All founding members and the members accessing following the

establishment of the Coalition and satisfied their membership
obligations in accordance with the bylaws.

Coordinator General: The Coalition Member who has been elected by the General
Assembly to undertake financial. administrative and technical
coordination of the Coalition activities and events (provided it shall
be a Civil Society Orgamzation but not an individual).

Media Spokesman: The Coalition Member who has been clecied by the General
Assembly to deliver statements about the Coalition stance and
activities.

Member: I'vers member instiution or individual in the Coulition,
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Objectives & Methods
Article 4

The Coalition seeks to take part in the promotion of the conceptions and practices ol Integrity.
transparency, accountability, combating corruption and sstablishment of good governance to build a

national integrity system (NIS).

Article 5

The Coalition is designed to materialize the following objectives:

To reinforce transparency. accountability and anti-corruption in the public and private
sectors.

To disseminate the sense of justice, equality and transparency among Jordanians.

To outreach with the regional and international organizations that are concerned with anti-
corruption with a view to enable the Coalition 10 achieve the objectives it has been
established for.

Raise awareness level among the citizens on the importance of transparency and
accountability and promote them on reporting corruption incidents.

Back up the legal environment of the national integrity system.

To make available all the information necessary about de facto of transparency.
accountability and anti-corruption in Jordan to the decision-makers.

Open mass communication channels to measure the society trends towards the national
issues and provision of statements and information within comprehensive [ramework of
transparency. neutrality simultaneously with the electronic provision and accessibility.

Article 6

T'he Coalition seeks to achieve their objectives through the following methods:

To strengthen the institutional capacity. the technical and occupational skills of the Coalition
institution staff members and the member individuals.

To expand the Coalition area of operation and to remain on good terms with the Civil
Society Organizations and stakeholders to attract broader support. synergy and advocacy to
the Coalition objectives.

To gather, study and control corruption-related information in the public life from the
various sources made available and to make periodic reports thereabout.

To establish electronic information center and back up the government decision making.
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To hold conferences. seminars, lectures and disseminate/publish conclusions thercol as well
as any other articles and studies which will give rise to the development of awareness and
perception of corruption-related issues.

To develop initiatives and benchmarks of integrity. transparency and accountability in the
public, private and national sectors.

To influence the public opinion makers and the concerned society leaders with a view to
support and circulate the anti-corruption initiatives.

To create deep-rooted cooperation and partnership relations whether locally —or
internationally with the like objectives and concerns in order to reinforce the Coalition
capacities and to ensure it gains experience and back up.

To upgrade and reinforce the civil society role to carry out the Coalition objectives.

To take part in the development of the national legislations in conneetion with the
transparency and the right to access information and combat corruption,

To coordinate and improve joint action with the media institutions in order to enhance
transparency and secure the right of access to information.

Contribute to raise public awareness among the public in relation to the importance of
reporting and auditing the government revenue statements and expenditures thercol and to
promote public discussion thereabout to come up with the optimal options of the sustainable
development.

Structure & Missions
Article 7
Powers of the Coalition General Assembly:

Making and ratifying the Coalition policies and strategic plans and to follow their
enforcement.

To pass and approve the Coalition bylaws and bring about the necessary amendments
thereto.

To deliberate and approve the annual report of the Coalition General Assembly including
the financial statements and its budget.

To approve the programs, projects and cooperation agreements with others.

I'o approve the implementing instructions of the administrative. regulatory and financial
regulations,

To accept and/or reject admission or withdrawal applications to and from the Coalition.

To propose the Coalition annual meeting agenda including the amendment of the bylaws or
dissolution or amalgamation and others.

To appoint specialists to carry out the various consulting missions.
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i- To represent the Coalition in the arenas and the various Coalition-related events.
J- Toelect the Coalition Coordinator General.

k- To elect the media spokesman of the Coalition.

I- To take necessary decisions concerning the membership termination or freezing.
m- To form task forces and committees emanating from the Coalition,

n- Convocation to the General Assembly meeting (extraordinary).

0- To accept non-conditional financial subsidies. grants, donations and contributions.
p- Any other issues interrelated to the Coalition actions and activities.

Article 8

The Coalition Coordinator General and the media spokesman shall be clected by the members for a
term of one year through direct secret ballot,

Article 9

I'he Coalition General Assembly shall convene quarterly ordinary meeting and its decisions shall be
taken with the majority votes of the presents.

Article 10
The Coalition General Assembly may convene an extraordinary meeting upon convocation by one
third of the members, showing the mandating and underlying reasons thereto.

Article 11
Quorum of the General Assembly Ordinary Meceting:

The meeting of the ordinary General Assembly shall be legal with the presence of (51%) of the
members. Failing within the first once hour of the time set to the meeting, the meeting shall be
adjourned to another date one week tollowing the adjourned meeting date. The members who failed
to attend the first meeting shall be notified of the new date. The second meeting shall be legal with
the presents.

The General Assembly may hold the meetings electronically provided the resulting minutes of
meeting shall be signed.
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Article 12

Extraordinary Quorum ol the General Assembly

The quorum of the extraordinary General Assembly shall be legal with presence of no less than two
thirds of the Coalition members. If the quorum was not present within the first hour of the time
established to convene, the meeting shall be adjourned to one week following the adjourned
meeting date. The members who failed to attend the first meeting shall be notified of the new date.
The second meeting shall be legal with its presents.

Article 13

One third of the General Assembly members may file a written executed request through e-mail to
the Coordinator General calling for the convention of the extraordinary meeting showing the
mandating reasons of the meeting. The Coordinator General having verified compliance with the
bylaws shall make the convocation following lapse of 15 days from the request date.

Article 14
Any member of the Civil Society Organizations may delegate another member to other than the
Chairmanto represent him in the ordinary and extraordinary General Assembly and to vote and take
decisions in these meetings under a written proxy pursuant to the form prepared by the Coordinator

General.

Article 15
The individual member may not delegate others to act on his behall.

Article 16
The General Assembly member of the Coalition may not fail to attend the ordinary and
extraordinary General Assembly except with an acceptable excuse to be presented 48 hours before
the meeting.

Article 17

Any member failed to attend three consecutive meetings without accepted excuse shall lose his/her

membership in the Coalition.
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Article 18

The decisions taken by the Coalition General Assembly shall be recorded in minutes of meetings to
be signed by the chairman of the meeting, representative of the Coordinator General and the
remaining members. The minutes of such meetings shall be kept with the Coordinator General.

Article 19
Duties of the Coordinator General:

To make the convocation to the Coalition ordinary General Assembly.

Selection, oversight and periodic follow-up the activities of the secretariat and the financial
coordinator.

Pursue the implementation of the Coalition General Assembly decisions and
recommendations.

To represent the Coalition before all local and foreign authorities, to address them on the
issues within the missions and objectives of the Coalition.

To manage the Coalition financial issues. receive unconditional subsidies. grants. donations
and contributions with the consent of the General Assembly.

To open a subsidiary bank account to manage the financial and banking issues in connection
with the Coalition and members' project implementation.

To sign on behalf of the Coalition on the grant agreements concluded with the different
donors having obtained the consent of the General Assembly.

To prepare an annual report including the activities and final accounts and present the same
to the Supreme Council for ratification.

To facilitate and pursue the implementation of the Coalition activitics. projects and
programs.

To prepare a monthly systematic report on the Coalition activities. projects and programs.
To prepare a financial monthly report on the Coalition activities. projects and programs.

To prepare annual financial and administrative report of the Coalition.

Continue archive of the Coalition activities on the website.

To receive admission applications to the Coalition or withdrawal applications therefrom and
present the same to the General assembly.

Any other missions assigned by the General Assembly.

Article 20
Duties of the Media Spokesman

The medial spokesman shall assume delivery of statements to all mass media about the Coalition
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Membership & Accession Mechanisms
Article 21

The Coalition membership is open to all Civil Society Organizations or individuals under the

following conditions:

To be Jordanian registered organization (if the membership is needed to an institution).

The organization should be concerned with the transparency and anti-corruption issues and
its structure shall have a competent unit in the field.

The organization shall have technical or consulting practical experience on anti-corruption
field.

Shall have a system to ensure internal obligation with the good governance principles and
lacks public employee and / or employees within its board of directors.

Was established at least one year ago

The organization shall have goodwill and respects principles of rule of law and human
rights.

The organization shall seek accession to the Coalition by an official letter sent by the
chairman of the concerned entity to the Coalition Coordinator General attached with a file
including all documentations to prove full satisfaction of the membership requirements and
standards.

The applicant shall have the Coalition membership with the consent of two-thirds of the
General Assembly members.

Article 22

The Coalition Membership Classification: (I propose to place it before Article 21):

The Founding Members: are the founding members of the Coalition whose names are
subscribed to the bylaws.

Ordinary/ Regular Members: are the members admitted by the Coalition after one year of
establishment in accordance with the provisions of the bylaws.

Fans and Proponents: The local. regional, Arab and international non-government
organizations admitted by the Coalition to back up and side with the Coalition activities and

actions.
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Removal of Membership
Article 22

a- The Coalition membership may removed by any of the following cases:
Withdrawal

1-

a_

Should a member express his/her desire to withdraw from the Coalition membership,
he/she shall notify the General Assembly through the Coordinator General one
month prior to withdrawal date provided that:

I- The withdrawal application is written

2- The withdrawal application is reasoned.

The withdrawal application shall be considered accepted via official written consent

issue by the General Assembly once the withdrawal applicant has satisfied all his/her

obligations to the Coalition.

The withdrawing member shall not inflict any damages to the Coalition actions or

reputation. The same is applicable to the Coalition members by way of not inflicting

any harm to the withdrawing member reputation.

Death (if the member is an individual)

Dissolution of the institution (if the member is "a society” under the Societies Law

No 51 of 2008, as amended, or "non-profit company" under the Companies' Act No

22 of 1997).

Dismissal

a- The member may be dismissed with a decision taken by the General Assembly in
accordance with the provisions of this bylaw in any of the following cases:

1- If commissioned an act that would jeopardize the Coalition and/or any of its
members in terms of gross material or moral damage.

2- I the member exploited his/her accession to the Coalition whether directly or

indirectly for personal purposes or to make personal benefits.

3- If the member dissented and breached the Coalition regulations and such
breach has not been remedied despite the written notifications to discontinue
the breach.

b- The member may be disqualified by a decision taken by the Coalition General
Assembly with the majority votes in case any of the cases set forth in clause (1)
above has been established. The Coalition member against whom the action will
be taken may not attend the meeting convened to this end or vote on its

decisions.
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Frozen Membership
1- Two-thirds of the General Assembly members shall have the right to freeze membership
of any Coalition member for a limited period of time in any of the following cases:
a- If the member filed written application for [reezing his/her membership (o a certain
period of time
b- If it has been found to the General Assembly that the member has perpetrated
administrative or financial violations for which audit or investigation committees
have been formed to probe these violations.
2- During the frozen membership. the member loses all his/her rights as an acting member
in the Coalition as provided for in the bylaws and in any other regulatory instructions of

the Coalition.

Financial Affairs
Article 23

The Coalition financial resources are composed of the following:

Grants, subsidies provided by donors to implement the Coalition activities with the consent
of the General Assembly.

Unconditional donations and contributions with the consent of the General Assembly.

Any other returns and proceeds arising from the Coalition activities and transactions and

ratified by the General Assembly pursuant to the financial bylaws.
Article 24

The fiscal year of the Coalition starts on the [irst of January and ends at the end of
December of the same year.

Fxpenditure aims to achieve the Coalition objectives and purposes only.

The Coalition funds shall be deposited in one of the bank accounts of the Coordinator
General. The account shall entirely be independent from the accounts of this Organization
and the Coalition in particular .

The Coordinator General shall duly keep the financial and accounting records and registries
at his/her headquarters to be made available to the members. control agencies and donors.
The Coalition accounts shall on annual basis be audited by a certified public accountant
from outside the Coalition within no more than the tirst three months ol the beginning fiscal

year of the Coalition,
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General Provisions
Article 25

a- In an extraordinary meeting, the Coalition may voluntarily dissolve itself with the consent of
two-thirds of the present members.

b- The dissolution resolution may not come into force unless the projects and activities
committed by the Coalition towards the donors and financers have been completed. The
dissolution decision shall determine the body for which the Coalition funds and assets shall
be forfeited provided such body shall be one of the Jordanian or regional organizations or
Coalitions having similar objectives and provided none of the dissolved Coalition members

shall be among their members.

Article 26

The Coalition may outsource a consultant for evaluation of its activities whenever the need arises.
Article 27

The Coalition-related documents and instruments shall be kept with the Coordinator General.
Article 28

The Coalition shall exercise their activities within the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and abroad.
Article 29

For regulatory purposes and stability of the business of the Coalition, the General Assembly may

only accept accession of any institution or individual after the lapse of one year from the date this

bylaw has come into effect.
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Article 30

The Civil Society Organizations are represented in the Coalition by their presidents or whoever they

delegate in writing. Individuals may not delegate others to represent them.

Article 31
The e-mail provided to the Coordinator General shall serve as address for service.

Article 32
The provisions of the bylaws shall come into force once signed by the representatives of the

Coalition Founding Organizations.
